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Course overview 

Level A1.2: Breakthrough (Basic communication in the most familiar situations)
The emphasis at this level is on helping students develop positive attitudes to learning and using French through frequent interactions with partners, small groups and guided conversations which helps students express their ideas and begin to connect ideas to form short interactions or complete messages. Students are encouraged to take risks as they use previously learned structures and demonstrate their learning orally and by means of visual representation. Listening and speaking skills continue to be reinforced by exposure to simple French songs, rhymes, and texts. Students can recognize familiar language in written texts and can sometimes use their growing range of strategies to make educated guesses at the meaning of new expressions. Students explore and experience the Francophone presence, both historical and current, in various French-speaking regions, including British Columbia and Canada.

Procedures for Assessment and Evaluation

Formative Assessment: Practice & Feedback to help the learning process.
Students will complete and be assessed on a wide variety of learning activities in each of the four key learning outcomes. Students will receive feedback on what they did well and how they can improve on each assessment. They must use the feedback to improve their learning and be re-assessed until they achieve the fluency level agreed on by the class.
Summative Evaluation: Performance/Demonstration of Knowledge and Skills.
Once a student has achieved the required level of fluency on a formative assessment, the grade will stand and be used as part of the summative evaluation (report card). The only formal summative assessment where a student will not have an occasion to use in the learning process (and re-do) is the comprehensive final exam at the end of the course.

Listening Comprehension







25%
· Learners can follow phrases and short, simple sentences that are very slowly and carefully articulated, with long pauses to assist in understanding of meaning.

Reading Comprehension








25%
· Learners can understand very short, simple texts a single phrase at a time, picking up familiar names, words, and basic phrases and rereading as required.

Spoken Interaction








15%
· Learners can interact in simple ways by initiating and responding to simple questions and statements on very familiar topics or simple needs, delivered directly to the learner in clear, slow and repeated phrases or short sentences.

Spoken Production








15%
· Learners can describe themselves, what they like, and where they live. They can read a very short rehearsed statement, such as introducing a friend or a family member.
Written Production








20%
· Learners can ask for or pass on personal details in simple written form, using isolated phrases and short sentences.
