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Course Overview/Summary

Level B1.1 Threshold (Communicating in everyday life)
At this point in their studies, students are able to interact with growing confidence in familiar situations and apply their developing range of language-learning strategies more consistently. They are more able to take risks while engaging in spontaneous interactions using an ever-expanding range of internalized vocabulary and structures. Descriptive abilities include linking and sequencing of narrative. Self and peer assessment are used to support students as they acquire and practice useful vocabulary, structures, and interactions. Students use their oral and written skills to convey information for particular purposes and audiences. They also begin to show greater sophistication in their responses to a variety of situations. At this level, the complexity of students’ ideas may exceed their ability to express themselves in French, particularly when making cultural observations and comparisons about Francophone culture in countries other than Canada.

Theme: Revision of verb tenses and other grammar. 

Objective: Confidently use previously learned language structures correctly, e.g. le  

présent des verbes irréguliers, le passé composé, le future (proche et simple), expressions 

utiles, ‘ma fiche personnelle’
Theme: On the Road to Adventure (En Direct 1 unit 6)


Objective 1: Research and report on a francophone country.


Objective 2: Create and illustrate an adventure story.
Additional Linguistic Structures: le conditionnel, l’imparfait, le plus-que-parfait, le gérondif
Procedures for Assessment and Evaluation

Formative Assessment: Practice & Feedback to help the learning process.
Students will complete and be assessed on a wide variety of learning activities in each of the four key learning outcomes. Students will receive feedback on what they did well and how they can improve on each assessment. They must use the feedback to improve their learning and be re-assessed until they achieve the fluency level agreed on by the class.
Summative Evaluation: Performance/Demonstration of Knowledge and Skills.
Once a student has achieved the required level of fluency on a formative assessment, the grade will stand and be used as part of the summative evaluation (report card). The only formal summative assessment where a student will not have an occasion to use in the learning process (and re-do) is the comprehensive final exam at the end of the course.

	Listening Comprehension - Learners can understand the main points of clear standard speech on familiar matters they regularly encounter (e.g., in school, leisure, travel), including short narratives.

	Reading Comprehension - Learners can understand relevant information in everyday material such as letters, brochures, and short official documents. They can recognize significant points in straightforward newspaper articles on familiar subjects and can identify the main conclusion in clearly signaled argumentative texts.

	Spoken Interaction – Learners can exploit a wide range of simple language to deal with most situations likely to arise when travelling. They can enter unprepared into conversations and exchange information and opinions on familiar topics pertinent to everyday life

	Spoken Production – Learners can give straightforward presentations on a variety of familiar subjects, such as the plot of a book and real or imagined events, and are able to narrate a story. They can take follow-up questions, but may have to ask for repetition if the questioner’s speech is rapid

	Writing - Learners can write accounts or personal letters of experiences, describing feelings and reactions in simple connected text. They can narrate a story


	30%

	The final exam is worth 30% of the course, and evaluates reading and listening comprehension, writing skills, knowledge of grammar and speaking ability


Information Specific to this Course
Learning a second language is a skill like playing a sport or a musical instrument. The key to success is regular, repeated practice and consistent, sustained effort over time – especially time outside of class. The document “Mission, Vision, Values and Goals of French 11” (on separate handout) that the class developed previously will be strictly adhered to, especially the section outlining the behaviours we have committed to in order to make our desired changes by the end of the course.
FINES:
Students will be assessed a fine (in 'euros') for exhibiting behaviour contrary to effective learning for themselves or the class.  Such behaviours include: arriving late to class (50€, doubled each time), handing in assignments late (50€, doubled each day), misbehaving, inappropriate language, and other infractions.
